By the end of the 1920s, Insull’s utilities served more than 
four million customers in 32 states, valuing at nearly $3 billion. 
To pay for his ongoing expansions, Insull sold low–price bonds 
and stock to millions of Americans that were eventually made 
worthless when his vast Midwest holding company collapsed 
during the Great Depression. In 1932, he owed $16 million 
more than his worth and was charged with defrauding 
investors but was later acquitted.

The 
maps were engraved in Paris in 1804 but the publication was 
suppressed due to Napoleon’s sale of the Louisiana territory 
to the United States which effectively ended any possibility 
that the region could be retaken again, but also Napoleon did 
not want to alert the Americans of the full scope of Collot’s 
espionage. The sheets of the book sat in a warehouse for two 
decades after Collot’s death in 1805 until they were purchased 
by Arthus Bertrand, a known French publisher of travels and 
voyages who deliberately destroyed sets (all but 100 copies of 
the English and 300 of the French) to make the book scarcer, 
issuing the remainder with new titles, introductory material, 
and the original 1804 sheets hoping to increase its value.

In 1796, acting under the direction of the French 
Minister to the United States, Collot undertook a secret 
reconnaissance to survey the Ohio and Mississippi valleys. His 
task was to gauge the military situation on the Spanish and 
American frontier sides of the river, and whether the region 
could be retaken by France. Collot’s mission was successful 
as he produced a wealth of manuscript maps and views of the 
region, many of which contained never before recorded areas 
of this newly settled wilderness. He traveled from Pittsburgh 
down the Ohio to the Mississippi, up the Mississippi to the 
Missouri and Illinois Rivers, and then back down the Mississippi 
to New Orleans. Areas are shown in high detail, with Collot 
noting various ports, cities, “dangerous” areas, forts, military 
camps, depths of the river, settlements, and even noting 
“bones of an extraordinary size are found here” at the salt pits 
near Big Bone Creek in Kentucky. Collot was arrested several

Next on 
the stop, are birds eye views of downtown Chihuahua, Mexico 
and its architecture by way of the Mexican Central Railway. 
Traversing back north across the border on the Santa Fe 
Railway are scenes from New Mexico and various towns across 
southern Arizona that include Pueblo Indian villages, native 
peoples and ruins of cliff dwelling cities. Traveling further 
north, the photographs depict city life in Utah and abandoned 
mine shafts in Washington. The final stop on the journey, and

p. 209). Jackson’s career spanned decades photographing 
the western territories which promoted expansion to the 
unclaimed land. He quickly rose to prominence as being the 
official photographer for the noted Hayden surveys (1870–78) 
including the famed Yellowstone survey which, because of 
Jackson’s striking photographs, Congress established that 
Yellowstone be set aside as a National Park. Familiar with

This 
one-of-a-kind artist book opens into a diorama of two Chicago 
two-flat apartments across the street from one another; the 
apartments are visible to each other through the real stained-
glass windows embedded in their walls. The apartments’ 
occupants are the book’s two protagonists, devotees of Weird 
Tales  who have grown suspicious of each other. One of 
them, a young man, has been reading the May 1932 issue, 
which includes the short story The Brotherhood of Blood  by 
Hugh Cave. He has noticed that his neighbor across the way 

seems pale and sickly, operates only at night, and yowls like 
some supernatural creature; could she be a descendant of 
the cursed vampire family from  The Brotherhood of Blood, 
doomed to become a batlike creature of horror on the midnight 
of her twenty-eighth year? Meanwhile, across the street, the 
young woman has become paranoid as well; having read the 
February 1928 issue of Weird Tales, she is tormented by the 
idea that her neighbor is a deranged cultist just like those 
described in H.P. Lovecraft’s The Call of Cthulhu. She hears 
him chanting late at night, worshiping a strange idol, and she 
dares not leave her house lest she be attacked by his fellow 
cultists. With the benefit of seeing the whole story, the reader 
can find a perfectly reasonable explanation for everything: the 
woman is gaunt and nocturnal because she is afraid to go out 
and buy groceries (that’s why her cat yowls so piteously.) The 
man chants so sleeplessly because he is reciting the Lord’s 
Prayer; he has covered his apartment in crucifixes to ward off 
vampire attacks. And the ghoulish silhouettes visible through 
both windows? The man’s strange tentacles and bizarre idol 
are nothing but a potted plant and Virgin Mary statuette. 
The woman’s coffin and bat are a wardrobe and vase full of 
umbrellas (Batsel).” Her work is held in the Smithsonian 
Library and various major institutions.

I found that the part 
of this project that filled me with dread, approaching people for 
photos, ended up giving me the greatest joy. Then as a polar 
vortex swept into Chicago and we had many days of snow, I 
began to take walks during lunch. I went into businesses that 
were still open and asked shopkeepers if I could photograph 
them for my project. I was often the only customer in the 
shop. I talked to strangers! I didn’t realize how much I enjoy 
talking to people I don’t know and it was such a pleasure to 
see their whole face. I took most of my photos in the downtown 
area surrounding the Art Institute… I felt the most connection 
to those who work in small businesses, who are surviving a 
pandemic, shutdowns, looting, and destruction of property. 
These are the few who have made it through difficulties 
and are still providing a service.  This is not a group without 
bias - the portraits in this book have more to do with my own 
surroundings than anything else.

Correcting Shipping Address and report of non-receipt: Prior to shipping winning 
lots, customers must provide Potter and Potter with a current and accurate shipping 
address. Once an order has been shipped, any address changes or updates are 
subject to a $25.00 return to Sender fee, in addition to shipping charges.

In the event an item is lost during transit, it is customer’s obligation to report non-
receipt within 7 days of the date on which the item(s) were shipped.

Third-party shipping. Certain large, high-value, and fragile items will require the services 
of a professional packing and transportation company, or pick-up directly from our 
gallery. We suggest that you contact our Shipping Department before the sale for advice 
on the shipping and handling requirements that apply to the lots of interest to you. 

If third-party shipping is chosen by the buyer or required by Potter & Potter, the buyer 
will arrange for removal of the merchandise from P&P within 15 days following the sale 
and must communicate and coordinate removal arrangements with P&P during regular 
business hours (Monday – Friday, 9am – 5pm).

Arrangements for third-party transportation are the responsibility of the buyer. We 
will not be responsible for the acts or omissions of carriers and packers whether 
recommended or not by us. Property will not be released to the shipper without the 
buyer’s written consent and until payment has been made in full. Unless otherwise 
agreed, all purchases should be removed by the 15th day following the sale. 

Risk of loss or damage in shipment. Any risk of loss or damage to the shipment 
through a third party carrier, once the item is removed from Potter and Potter, is at the 
risk of the buyer, and Potter & Potter is not liable for loss or damage of these items. 

Ship to address. The winning bidder is responsible for providing Potter & Potter with an 
accurate address for the order destination as well as specific instructions for delivery.

Shipping costs. Shipping costs include charges for labor, materials, insurance, as well 
as actual shipper’s fees. Buyer agrees to reimburse Potter & Potter the difference if 
actual shipper’s fees exceed the invoice amount. 
Storage fees. Potter & Potter will charge a storage fee of $50 per week for any orders 
awaiting payment and/or removal for more than 15 days following the auction date.  
This cost shall constitute a lien against such property, which may be removed to a 
public warehouse at the risk, account, and expense of the purchaser. 

International shipping. Potter and Potter ships internationally. All shipments will 
include an itemized invoice with the actual and correct purchase totals including the 
buyer’s premium and shipping cost. International buyers are responsible for knowing 
their country’s laws on importing items as well as paying all customs and duties fees 
on purchased items. 

Non-Payment – If we do not receive payment in full, in good cleared funds, within 
seven (7) business days following the sale, we are entitled in our absolute discretion to 
exercise one or more of the following measures, in addition to any additional actions 
available to us by law: (1) to impose a late charge of one and a half percent (1.5%) per 
thirty (30) days of the total purchase price, prorated to commence on the date of the 
sale; (2) to hold the defaulting buyer liable for the total amount due and to begin legal 
proceedings for its recovery together with interest, legal fees and costs to the fullest 
extent permitted under applicable law; (3) to rescind the sale; (4) to resell the property 
publicly or privately with such terms as we find appropriate; (5) to resell the property 
at public auction without reserve, and with the purchaser liable for any deficiency, 
cost, including handling charges, the expenses of both sales, our commission on both 
sales at our regular rate, all other charges due hereunder and incidental damages. In 
addition, a defaulting purchaser will be deemed to have granted us a security interest 
in, and we may retain as collateral security for such purchaser’s obligations to us, any 
property in our possession owned by such purchaser. At our option, payment will not be 
deemed to have been made in full until we have collected funds represented by checks, 
or in the case of bank or cashier’s checks, we have confirmed their authenticity; (6) to 
offset against any amount owed; (7) to not allow any bids at any upcoming auction by 
or on behalf of the buyer; (8)to take other action as we find necessary or appropriate.
