be better, but the first questions ar-ising [sic] in the minds of
the Readers are: What ailed him?

What kind of boy
was he? Had he black hair and eyes, or light hair and blue
eyes?...” Bell was a nurse in Union hospitals #1 and #8 (this
letter was addressed at the end “Miss Annie Bell Genl.

His boundless energy and resourcefulness
gained him enormous fortune, and he eventually owned and
operated several different businesses, including shipping,
agriculture, fishing, mining, and more (he also established
the Vigilance Committee of San Francisco to combat the local
rampant crime). This booklet (it is unknown who actually
printed it, however Bufford is a possibility) was designed to
announce to the public his huge success and his consolidation
of his various businesses under a single banner. These leaves
are offered with The Ephemera Journal, Volume 25, Number 2
in which this magnificent booklet’s history is described by Mark
Rucker.

The other passengers in the car were relatively unharmed, but
Patton struck his head on the heavy glass partition between
the passenger compartment and driver’s seat. His head was
bleeding, but he had a spinal cord injury which rendered him
paralyzed. He died on December 21, 1945 after commenting
“This is a hell of a way to die.”

This
route on the Underground Railroad was commonly known as
the “Quaker Route,” they were instrumental in getting many
former slaves to Canada. In 1847, emboldened by the Fugitive
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Slave Act of 1793, 13 slave catchers or owners from Kentucky
came to Cass County and captured nine former slaves, with the
object of taking them back to Kentucky. However, these slavers
were surrounded by the Quakers and other abolitionists, and
were stopped. Before violence broke out, the Kentuckians
surrendered to local authorities, because they believed they
were legally correct in their attempted kidnapping of the former
slaves. The people involved in this raid and the aftermath are
as follows: D. M. Howell, Justice of the Peace and presiding
judge in the kidnapping trial, Ezekiel Smith and James Sullivan,
attorneys for the former slaves with James Brown assisting,
Asa Kingsbury and Amos Dow were accepted as sureties for
the bail for the slavers, Ishmael Lee’s home was a station on
the Underground Railroad (he was later sued by the slavers for
theft of property).

The
bat is 27" in length and weighs about seven pounds. It is a unique design with
a white metal base, plated in silver with brass filigree from top to bottom. The
inscription reads “Al Champion / BAT / de 1907 / Regino Garcia.” The condition
is excellent, but the silver plating has been polished off. An extraordinary
display piece. There is no trophy or award to compare to this one, yet to come
out of Cuba. Garcia holds the record in Cuba for winning the batting crown four
years consecutively, 1904-1907. For this achievement, he was awarded the
trophy bat in 1908. This bat has an additional fascinating history, which can
only be revealed once the embargo is lifted.

What a group is assembled here, and what a story this photograph
tells! One of the great early ball clubs of Cuba is recorded in this photo, who are all in uniform after a game, posed on the steps of
their club house. The Aimendares Base Ball Club was a social club built around baseball. In the photo we see the officers of the club,
the mascaot, the ‘investors,” and we also see the strong relationship amongst players. Few team shots hold any lasting interest, being
mostly a quick and emotionless annual record. Yet this photograph is alive, being most descriptive photographic image of baseball
life in Havana at this time, clearly illustrating the importance of the team to its community. Regino ‘Mamelo’ Garcia is placed at the
top of this group of players by clear design. He was their batting star. He won the batting championship three years in a row. It is also
evident that there is a bond between pitcher José Mesa and catcher Gervasio Garcia, as they grip hands. The most famous of all
early Cuban players were on the team, since both played in the Major Leagues in the States, namely Armando Marsans and Rafael
Almeida. Other players of note in the photo are Heliodoro Hidalgo, Rogelio Valdes, Carlos Royer, and Pajaro Cabrera. Refer to the sheet
with player identifications (included). The cabinet photo is 11” x 9” including the mount. The photo and mount have been stabilized
by a conservator to prevent any further changes.
